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Fraser High School – 2020
ENROLMENT SCHEME

Fraser High School has a large zone which incorporates most of the areas and contributing schools that have a historical link to the school. We anticipate that 95% of all enrolments will have automatic right of entry as in-zone applicants.

DESCRIPTOR OF THE SCHOOL ZONE

Note:  All residences that have road frontage or access ways solely on the roads identified in this descriptor are deemed to be “in zone”.

· The zone is bounded to the East by the Waikato River, and starts at the Boundary road Bridge

· North up the Waikato river to opposite Horotiu Road

· West along Horotiu Road to Crawford Road

· Into Crawford Road and right on to Ngaruawahia Road

· Through to Bedford Road

· Along Bedford Road to opposite where the Paki Stream joins the Waipa River.

· Up the Paki Stream to its source

· Across the ridge to the source of the Mangookahu Stream

· Down the Mangookahu Stream to Cogswell Road

· Down Cogswell Road to the Hamilton-Raglan Highway

· Along State Highway 23 to Fergusson Road, to the intersection with Old Mountain Road

· East at this point to include all the properties on Higginson, Houghton and Eyre Roads, crossing Kakaramea Road, to include Walsh Road, Jane Cave Lane, Bowman Road, O’Dean Road, Howden Road, Rowe Road and Proctor Road, and then to join Wallace Road.

· Rejoin Whatawhata Road to the City Boundary

· Around the City Boundary to the main trunk railway line

· Along the main trunk railway line to a point opposite Commerce Street

· Through Commerce Street, Mill Street to the Boundary Road Bridge.

Proof of residence within the home zone will be required.
OUT OF ZONE ENROLMENTS
Each year the Board will determine the number of places that are likely to be available in the following year for the enrolment of students who live outside the home zone. Once availability has been exceeded, out of zone enrolment will not be accepted.
